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DISCOURSE CATEGORY OF “INVOLVEMENT” IN ACADEMIC DISCOURSE
IN THE CONTEXT OF ITS REPRESENTATION BY GRAMMATICAL CATEGORY
OF MODALITY

The article deals with one aspect of the manifestation of the category of “inclusiveness” (or “enga-
gement’, “involvement”) as a category of modality. Discourse category of “involvement” directly
affects the efficiency of academic communication (including communication with the reader and
the author of the textbook or manual) for its actualization directly interfaced with the category
of “learning motivation’; or rather “the motivation of understanding” material that offers the
teacher to the student. Reconstructing the discourse category of involvement in its functional
manifestations has been described with the help of interaction “author-reader” model through the prism
of grammatical category of modality. We suggest a chart of markers that were the basis for the selection
of the model. The results of the analysis and synthesis of the collected database allow us to see how diverse
representations of the discourse categories can be and thus focuse the attention of the student audience.
The said diversity is considered as the basis of effective adaptation of students’ educational material.

Key words: academic discourse, the category of “involvement’, the category of modality, modeling,
discourse linguistics.

The study of the category “modality” can go to the content of the form and vice versa, to form from the
content. The first suggests that we choose a word class, for example modal verbs, and study a text or discourse space,
seek and count the number of such verbs in the study material, define its function according to the grammatical
language paradigm, but the pointing the nuances of updating functions according to the speech context. For
example, the verb to be to, according to the linguistic paradigm, is the verb of obligation and gives the value of the
planned obligation, and according to its speech occurance (eg. When are you to come to dentist’s?), it embodies
a subtext of following a certain plan, nuance and actualizes this nuance with the help of words that surround
it (come to dentist’s).

Such analysis would be correct in the framework of linguistic studies targeting at the structure of the language
and its functional potency (recent examples in speechforming). From the standpoint of grammar, the first relates
to the field of structural grammar, the second — to the field of functional grammar.

Interms of speech oriented linguistics, alanguage sign’s functions as well as possible nuances of its representations
in the text, must be supplemented by pragmatic, cognitive, ethno-linguistic and other aspects. Considering various
aspects of the speech forms’ distribution in all areas of study provides the vision of the language unit’s distribution
not only in the structural system, but in hierarchical-linear development (the suggestions to consider the content
of speech and discourse in the context of the system, hierarchical, structural and linear measurements, see. in the
works for causal-genetic approach to the study of the content of the text/discourse).

Thus, the study of speech (textual practice), encompassing hierarchical, structural and systemic components
allows seeing the patterns of textforming in its volume, and understand, as in our case, that speechforming category
of “involvement” is the intersection of a krossformat, that is, one or the other nuance may be represented not only
by modal verbs, but also adverbs etc. The study of the case why the author makes a certain choice, can be translated
into the need to synonymous substitutions, lexical repetition. For the generation of the integrity of the text,
the author’s toolkit includes cohesion, coherence, and other means.

Discourse linguistics displays linguistic contexts in a social context and enriches the understanding of the
category of “involvement”, which in other matters does not negate the need to understand the specifics of language
and speech presentation involvement, as the latter are markers of discourse content. We tackle the category of
“involvement” at the discourse level, yet we consider speech and language representations. We have analyzed a
sample of academic discourse, namely, section 1.3 “The thesis can be useful after university” from the textbook
by Umberto Eco “How to write a thesis” [1].

In this section, we have registered the following forms of representation, types, and aspects of category
of involvement. The types we include, are subject-subject, object-object combinations, to the sub-types we attribute
the variability of subject-subject, object-object combinations, namely passivity, modality, and so on, to aspects —
all markedness of the studied material.

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The chart demonstrates how the modality component is included in the formation of the general category
of “involvement”. Similar and expanded data charts demonstrate the representations of the categories of voice
and activity. A generalized table containing the obtained database allows one to see communicational markers
employed by Umberto Eco in order to interact with the reader, a student, a young researcher, in this particular
case.
Umberto Eco is an outstanding linguist discourse of our time and study of his experience of interaction with
students in the context of teaching how to write the thesis is valuable. On his experience we have seen what forms
and patterns of interaction can be in taken by a discursist to communicate with his reader. And, judging only by
one, we have studied the category of modality, and have seen, that this is only one possible implementation of the
category of “involvement’, but our small research already gives us the reason to say that this discourse is important
for the manifestation of the category of “involvement”
